met there with His Disciples. 3So Judas, having procured a band of soldiers and

some officers from the Chief Priests and the Pharisees, went there with lanterns
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and torches and weapons. “Then Jesus, knowing all that would happen to Him,
came forward and said to them, “Whom do you seek?” °They answered Him,
“Jesus of Nazareth.” Jesus said to them, “I am He.” Judas, who betrayed Him,
was standing with them. ®When Jesus said to them, “I am He,” they drew back
and fell to the ground. "So He asked them again, “Whom do you seek?” And they
said, “Jesus of Nazareth.” 8Jesus answered, I told you that | am He. So, if you
seek Me, let these men go.” °This was to fulfill the Word that He had Spoken: “Of
those whom You gave Me | have lost not one.” "°Then Simon Peter, having a
sword, drew it and struck the high priest’s servant and cut off his right ear. (The
servant’'s name was Malchus.) ''So Jesus said to Peter, “Put your sword into its
sheath; shall | not drink the Cup that the Father has given Me?”

20Jesus answered him, “I have spoken openly to the world. | have always taught
in Synagogues and in the Temple, where all Jews come together. | have said
nothing in secret. 2?'Why do you ask Me? Ask those who have heard Me what |
said to them; they know what | said.” ??When He had said these things, one of
the officers standing by struck Jesus with his hand, saying, “Is that how you
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answer the High Priest?” 23Jesus answered him, “If what | said is wrong, bear
witness about the wrong; but if what | said is right, why do you strike Me?”

24Annas then sent Him bound to Caiaphas the High Priest. 2°Now Simon Peter
was standing and warming himself. So they said to him, “You also are not one of
His Disciples, are you?” He denied it and said, “I am not.” 26One of the servants
of the High Priest, a relative of the man whose ear Peter had cut off, asked, “Did |
not see you in the garden with Him?” 2’Peter again denied it, and at once a
rooster crowed.

If My
Kingdom were of this World, My servants would have been fighting, that | might
not be delivered over to the Jews. But My Kingdom is not from the World.” 3 Then
Pilate said to Him, “So You are a King?” Jesus answered, “You say that | am a
King. For this Purpose | was born and for this Purpose | have come into the
World—to bear Witness to the Truth. Everyone who is of the Truth listens to My
Voice.” ®Pilate said to Him, “What is truth?” After he had said this, Pilate went
back outside to the Jews and told them, “I find no guilt in Him. 3°But you have a
custom that | should release one man for you at the Passover. So do you want
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me to release to you the King of the Jews?” “°They cried out again, “Not this
Man, but Barabbas!” Now Barabbas was a robber.

8When
Pilate heard this statement, he was even more afraid. °He entered his
Headquarters again and said to Jesus, “Where are You from?” But Jesus gave
him no answer. '°So Pilate said to Him, “You will not speak to me? Do you not
know that | have authority to release You and authority to crucify You?” ""Jesus
answered him, “You would have no authority over Me at all unless it had been
given you from Above. Therefore he who delivered me over to you has the
greater sin.”

2From then on Pilate sought to release Him, but the Jews cried out, “If you

release this Man, you are not Caesar’s friend. Everyone who makes himself a
King opposes Caesar.” *3So when Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus
out and sat down on the Judgment Seat at a place called The Stone Pavement,
and in Aramaic Gabbatha. *“Now it was the day of Preparation of the Passover. It
was about the sixth hour. Pilate said to the Jews, “Behold your King!” ®They
cried out, “Away with Him, away with Him, crucify Him!” Pilate said to them,
“Shall | crucify your King?” The Chief Priests answered, “We have no King but
Caesar.” '°So Pilate delivered Him over to them to be crucified.

So they took Jesus, "and He went out, bearing His own Cross, to the place
called The Place of a Skull, which in Aramaic is called Golgotha. '®There they
crucified Him, and with Him two others, one on either side, and Jesus between
them. "°Pilate also wrote an inscription and put it on the Cross. It read, “Jesus of
Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” 2°Many of the Jews read this inscription, for the
place where Jesus was Crucified was near the city, and it was written in Aramaic,
in Latin, and in Greek. 2'So the Chief Priests of the Jews said to Pilate, “Do not
write, ‘The King of the Jews,’ but rather, “This Man said, | am King of the Jews.”

23\When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they took His garments and divided
them into four parts, one part for each soldier; also His tunic.

This was to fulfill
the Scripture which says, “They divided My Garments among them, and for My
Clothing they cast lots.” So the soldiers did these things.

4°So they took
the Body of Jesus and bound it in linen cloths with the spices, as is the burial
custom of the Jews. 'Now in the place where He was Crucified there was a
garden, and in the garden a new tomb in which no one had yet been laid. 4°So
because of the Jewish day of Preparation, since the tomb was close at hand,
they laid Jesus there.
